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Membership of the Association entitles members to benefits, which may include reduced entry fees, financial support and QPSA clothing when competing at or hosting the Queensland Police Games and national or international police sporting events.
A Request for Support for individuals, teams or clubs when hosting Events should be forwarded in writing to the Secretary of the Queensland Police Sporting Association Inc., Rudd Street OXLEY QLD 4075. This request can also be emailed to the Secretary c/o ‘Qld Police Sporting Ass-Committee’.
The request must include:
· list of each member applying for support indicating whether they are a QPSA member (you will be required to verify membership at a later date);
· a description of the competition;
· a list of all competitors in team (if applicable);
· the cost involved in hosting or competing in the event including a detailed list of what the QPSA support is intended to be used for (you may be required to obtain quotes and/or provide copies of invoices for expenses incurred).
Please Note:  In relation to financial support, the Association may choose to pay invoices directly with your provider.

· The above criteria are to be read as a guide only. 
· Final decision regarding the application of any of the above criteria is at the discretion of the QPSA executive.
· A person is not entitled to claim more than one support payment for the same competition. Eg. A person cannot receive support both as an individual and within a team for the same event.
· To be claimed within 6 months of competition.
· Initial payment of 50%.  Remaining 50% to be provided upon receipt of magazine article and photos.
· In relation to team payments the level of support provided takes into consideration the number of QPSA members in the team.
· In order to obtain sponsorship, members must have at least 6 months continuous membership.
· A member cannot receive sponsorship for the same event in two consecutive years.
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
